 TOURNAMENT SPECIFICS 
Ties: 2 way tie for 1st, both break and seed is based head-to-head, then pt diff in head-to head and finally overall 
pt diff. 
Ties: 2 way tie for 2nd, head-to-head in pool play, if split then playoff 1 game to 15, cap at 15, RALLY SCORE 
Ties: 3 way tie for 1st, seed 1st based on total pt differential, playoff for 2nd 1 game to 15, cap at 15, RALLY 
SCORE 
Ties: 3 way tie for 2nd, seed 3 teams on total pt diff, then take 2nd & 3rd place teams 1 game to 15, cap at 15, 
RALLY SCORE, winner of that faces 1st place team, winner of that gets 2nd overall in pool and advances to 
bracket play. 
Ties: 4-6 Way tie for 1st or 2nd ask your tourney director to explain. 
Teams not present at their nets by game time will be forfeited. 
Tournament Director(s) reserve the right to modify schedule/points as deemed necessary. 
Please fill out your pool sheets accurately and completely for a quicker turnaround 
Breckenridge Doubles uses multiple parks, and locations are at the sole discretion of organizer 
Players winning their Division must move up a Division the ensuing year, regardless of future partners. 

 

Rainout Policy 

Breckenridge Doubles is a three-day weekend tournament. In the event of rain or inclement weather, play will be 
suspended until the tournament director determines the conditions safe to continue.  No refunds are 
available. 

Sand Divisions will be asked to play in most conditions i.e. you can play on wet sand.  In the event that finishing 
the tournament becomes an issue, double elimination formats play may be abbreviated with caps on games, 
lower points, or single game formats.  In the event that the tournament is cancelled, prizes will be distributed 
based on wins/loses and point differentials based on teams’ finish following the last complete round. 

Grass Divisions will be asked to postpone play in dangerous conditions.  In the event that finishing the tournament 
becomes an issue, games may be capped, points played reduced, or number of games reduced.  In the 
event that the tournament is cancelled, prizes will be distributed based on wins/losses and point differentials 
based on teams’ finish following the last complete round.
